7. Create search queries from “tagged” database items

8. Wireframe prototypes created (site diagrams with no graphics to show flow, linkages and possible layout)

9. Wireframe review and approval process

10. Graphical mockup created (possible look of site done as a graphic file, no coding)

11. Graphical components reviewed, approval or revision if necessary
